Vermont 100 pit crew directions

Absolutely NO CREWING other than at these locations!

PC#1 – Gratiots field 10 minute stop and go.  Crews leave base camp no sooner than 10 mins. after horses leave.  Go R out of camp, pass King’s Highway, go L at the next intersection, go R at the “T” intersection at Morgan Hill Rd.  At the pavement, turn R onto Route 106 North.  Follow into the town of Woodstock.  BEWARE of the 25 mph sign in towns, they mean it!  Turn R at The Green, then a quick L onto Route 12 North.  Cross over the bridge and take the first R after Billings Farm onto River Road.  The road will turn to dirt and follow the river for 1.5 m.  Turn L onto High Pastures Rd. for 0.5 m. to a hay field on your right. Signs will point you into the field.  DO NOT drive beyond the level area, the horses will come up the hill to the crew.

Horses will be required to stop for 10 minutes before continuing.

Hold # 1 Galaxy Hill Farm

Return to River Road, go R, go R onto Route 12 North.  0.4 miles, the road will fork, take the R fork onto Pomfret Road.  Go 2 miles to the next fork at the Teago Country Store, go R, which is still Pomfret Road.  Go 3.7 miles (through the tiny town of Pomfret) to make a R onto the SECOND Galaxy Hill Road sign (might be gone.  Go 0.4 miles to the next intersection, turn L, the hold will be on your L.  Please park to the right.

PC#2 – Grassy Lane.  Return to the paved road (Pomfret Road), go L (ON TRAIL) onto paved road. Go 2 miles back to the Teago Store, go straight.  Go 1.7 miles to Stimets Road. Turn R onto Stimets Road (short), then R onto Route 12.  Go 1.6 miles, turn L onto Prosper Road  (ON TRAIL).  Go 0.2 mile to PC#2.  PLEASE PARK BEYOND THE TRAIL TURN-OFF ONTO GRASSY LANE

PC#3 –Cox Road.  Continue on Prosper Road 2.1 miles to Route 4.  Turn R, go 0.5 miles, turn R onto Cox Road by “Antique” (Cox District, 23 sign) on the barn.  Go 0.7 miles to intersection with trail on the right.  Turn around.

Hold #2 Highbrook Farm

Return to Route 4, turn L into Woodstock (1.8 miles).   At The Green, turn R onto Route 106 S to South Woodstock. Go through South Woodstock and pass GMHA. Pass Long Hill Rd. and continue south on Route 106 (on trail!) to Hodgekinson Rd, turn R.  Hold area is .1 miles on your L. Please park as directed.

PC#4 –Smith’s. (Crews only, no spectators) Leave Highbrook by turning R onto Route 106 South for approximately 4 miles.  Pass Keepers Restaurant. Go .3 miles, turn R onto Agony Hill Rd.  Go .1 mile.  DO NOT pass the dumpster (on your left) or the blue house.  There is plenty of room to turn around and park by the dumpster do not park below the brown house.  Horses will be coming down Smith’s driveway and continue down the road and turn right at the pole, the road has been widened and improved here, very different. DO NOT BLOCK trail.
HOLD #3  Mitchell’s

Turn R onto Route 106 South.  Go 2.5 miles to the village of Reading. Turn R onto Tyson Road at the Shaughnassy’s Country Store (ice!). Continue for 3.9 miles through the village of South Reading to Puckerbrush Rd.  Turn L (ON TRAIL) and continue 0.3 miles, turn L into the hold.  Both horses and crews use the same entrance, please be careful.

PC#5 – Hapgood Cottage. Turn R out of the hold.  Turn R onto Tyson Road and return to Route 106.  Turn L onto Route 106 North for 2.9 miles.  Turn L onto Bailey’s Mill Road, go 1.2 miles (pass Town Hill Road on your left) to Whitmore Road (on the right).  Park at the farm at that intersection.  Please  park off of the road as you are on trail.  
HOLD#4 Tuacknback

Turn R out of the hold, R onto paved road and return to 106. Shaughnessey’s Reading Store Turn L go 4.3 miles to Caper Hill Rd, turn R.  Go 0.9 miles up the hill past Springbrook Farm to the intersection at the top of the hill.  Go R onto Spears Cemetery Rd. Go 0.6 miles (you are on trail the last 0.1 mile).  Turn left into the drive, park on the right, crewing is on the left.  Parking is TIGHT here, please follow parking directions. You may crew in the area under the trees or in the field.  Please do NOT go to the barn for any reason.

PC#6 – Smoke Rise. Go right out of the hold. ON TRAIL!  Turn L onto Caper Hill Rd. and return to route 106.  Go R (North) past GMHA, turn R onto Morgan Hill Rd. (before the village of South Woodstock) So. Woodstock Store. Go up Morgan Hill Rd. (caution, you will cross TRAIL at Peabody Rd.  NO CREWING- too dangerous!  Turn L onto Reeves Rd..  Go 0.5 miles to a dirt driveway on the L.  Pull into the driveway.  Horses will be coming out of the trail to your L as you pull in.  Please do not block the trail.  Please do not go into the right hand driveway, this is a runners station.  

PC#7 –Silver Hill – Continue down Reeves Rd. You will pass Smoke Rise (Rojeks) on your left.  At the “T” intersection turn R onto Silver Hill Rd.  Pass base camp (good opportunity to restock on goodies) continue to the top of the hill.  At or before the wooded triangle, park on the side of the road.  Riders will be coming from the right.  DO NOT PARK ON TRAIL!  A state trooper may be overseeing this location so please be considerate!

HOLD #5 O&H Farm

Continue on Silver Hill Rd.  (ON TRAIL!) to Brownsville/Hartland Rd. (paved).  Go R.  Travel 1.2 miles, go L onto Coon Club Road.  ON TRAIL!  Go 1.0 mile, turn R onto Trafton Rd. to O&H Farm, turn R at the first driveway.  Please park on the grass to the right of the arena.  If you do not have 4WD, please park in the ring! Parking is TIGHT, please park two deep, you can still get out.  Please remind your rider to put on some form of reflective gear visible from both front AND back!

PC#8 Little Brook Farm (Polly Smith) Left to leave O&H Farm, left onto Coon Club Rd. , (for those locals who know the shortcut- NO). CAUTION;ON TRAIL TO THE PAVEMENT!  Brownsville General Store to the left. Turn right onto Brownsville/Hartland Rd. Go 2.8 miles to Hammond Hill Rd.  Turn right.  CAUTION: RIDERS AND RUNNERS CROSSING AT THIS POINT.  Go 0.4 miles.  Turn left just after the barn into the driveway.  This is also a runner crewing station and will have lights, roped off areas and people, please park where directed. Return to the road to crew your rider.  Polly will have a water trough on the road.  She and her guests are available to help anyone who might need it.  Absolutely no parking on the road, the constable lives next door!   Please be very careful about leaving anything behind or we will lose this privilege.  

PC#9 Jenneville -  Return to the paved road the way you came in.  Turn right. Go 2.8 miles, turn left onto Jenneville Rd. CAUTION – RIDERS AND RUNNERS CROSSING PAVED ROAD at 1.6 miles.  Continue up Jenneville Rd. for 2.4 miles.  The intersection you are looking for is a crossroad.  The road to the right is Jenne Rd. a dead end where you can park your truck by the Cemetery.  The riders will be coming from the road to the left, Best Rd.  THE TRAIL DOES NOT CROSS THE BRIDGE.  If your rider wishes to be crewed, they must cross the bridge to come to you on the other side of the road.  This is necessary due to traffic and the danger of a car not seeing a rider on the other side of the bridge.  Any crew vehicle blocking the bridge or the road will result in their rider being pulled…so be good!

FINISH – Silver Hill Meadow

Continue up Jenneville Rd. for .6 miles.  At the intersection, bear left for .6 miles.  Pass King’s Highway and base camp is on the left.  The riders have 2.4 miles of trail, you have only 1.3 miles to drive.  Don’t worry, you will make it!  NO TRUCKS AT THE FINISH LINE.  Please leave items there before you leave camp or carry items to the designated area.  Water will be available at the finish.  Riders can go to their rigs before their completion exam.  The finish timer will be in the tent at the finish line.  You MUST have a finish time on the riders card in order to complete the completion exam.

No horse may leave camp after the ride without veterinary approval

If you need assistance, ham radio operators are located at or near each of the holds.  The hold manager will have the name and location of each operator.
